CAPTURING CHANGE EXHIBITION

3 April to 31 October 2010
Bath Preservation Trust unveils its new exhibition Capturing Change which tells the story of the Bath Buildings Record.  Visitors to this inspirational exhibition can rediscover the lost architectural treasures of Bath and explore the changing face of the city’s buildings.
Between 1963 and 1976 a group of local residents established the Bath Buildings Record to capture the buildings in the city that were at risk or scheduled for demolition.  Through drawings, photographs, surveys and research these volunteers worked tirelessly to create a record of the changing face of Bath.  The result was a collection of over 7000 images, drawings and objects that illustrate a vital part of the city’s development.  This exhibition reveals for the first time the full extent of the work of the Bath Buildings Record and explores the importance of capturing change in a city that continues to develop.
The exhibition will run from 3 April to 31 October (days/times appear below under Editors’ Notes).  The exhibition can be seen at the Building of Bath Collection housed at the Countess of Huntingdon’s Chapel on The Paragon, Bath – the place to discover how Bath was built.
In addition to the exhibition, which is free with entry to the Building of Bath Collection (itself a bargain at £4 adults, £3.50 concessions, £2 5-16 years and free for 0-5s) there is a programme of exhibition lectures.  A full listing is attached to this release.
