No.1 Royal Crescent

Celebrate World Heritage Day by meeting the Georgians at No.1 Royal Crescent.  Watch as history is brought to life with a day of events for all the family in the wonderful setting of this magnificently restored Georgian townhouse.  

Join Mr. Tyson, Master of Ceremonies of Georgian Bath, when he visits No.1 Royal Crescent, and becomes involved in “Scandal at the Spa!” Or visit the historic kitchen at No.1 to see the cook preparing a Georgian feast and hear about what our ancestors ate for dinner.  Costumed performances will take place throughout the day between 10.30- 17.00 (last admission at 16.30) 

No.1 Royal Crescent is a Georgian House museum administered by Bath Preservation Trust. It has been authentically furnished and decorated to show what daily life was like for the wealthy in 18th century Bath when Crescent houses were so sought after by visitors to the famous Spa. The superbly appointed Dining Room is set for dessert.  Pipes and port are laid out for an evening of cards in the comfortable Gentleman’s Study.  Upstairs you can see the elegant Drawing Room, where gossiping ladies took tea, or slip into a delightfully feminine Bedroom.
