There will be an extra touch of romance with readings around the house throughout the day of 18th century love poetry given by professional actors Ruth Sillers and Christian Rodska, both regular performers for BBC Radio 4 and BBC Audiobooks. 

 The poems have been selected to reflect love in all its guises, from young idealistic love to the reality and even cynicism that comes with age, showing humour and heartbreak.  Although many of the poems are well known favourites others, such as the work of Leigh Hunt, were very fashionable in the 18th century yet today are almost forgotten.  The works of women writers is also highlighted, providing an insight into women’s thoughts and feelings at a time when they had little say in the ‘marriage market’ of fashionable society.  Performances start at 11.00 am, 12.30 pm, 2.00 pm and 3.30 pm and last for approximately 20 minutes.  

A visit to No.1 Royal Crescent provides the perfect setting for a romantic interlude with the one you love on Valentine’s Day!
